Ever since arriving in Middle District four years ago, | have been impressed with the number of people in our
churches who have building skills. However, in the past eighteen months | have begun to think that our peo-
ple are now ready to allow God to use their skills here in our general area in a significant way. Three very
specific times | have sensed God showing me this.

The first instance was when we gathered last August at Tomahawk to organize for building the Katrina house.
When | looked at more than 100 people who showed up to do something in Louisiana, | knew they would re-
spond to doing something locally. | mentioned this to them at that meeting and it was a galvanizing moment
to watch almost everyone in the room silently nod in agreement. | knew then that God was up to something.

The second “a ha” moment was last month at Bethlehem’s orientation meeting for their mission group going
to Katrina. Out of the middle of nowhere, Jim Haney, the meeting leader, looked at me said, “So what's next
Jim? We’'ll be interested in doing something locally when we get back.” | told him he was right on target and
that | was working behind the scenes on a ministry opportunity that would challenge and interest our Middle
District people.

Then it all came together when | talked with Dennis Green last week. We were talking about the lack of re-
sponse to our men’s ministry efforts and | mentioned to him | thought it was time for the Men’s Ministry to take
a new direction and was wondering how interested he would be. He told me if we were not going to do the
traditional approach he might be interested. He then went on to describe how Powhatan Community Church
is building a house and that the profits from the home will help with the costs of the new sanctuary they are
now building. Dennis told me he could help Middle District with a ministry project of building a home, just as
he did for Powhatan Community.

That was all | needed to hear. Three times in the last few months, I've sensed God at work in this idea. As
I've begun to discuss this privately with individuals, with our Missions and Ministry Team and Leadership
Committee, I've sensed an excitement. More than that, | discovered that many of our people have been seri-
ously interested in just such a ministry but had not shared their thoughts with me. In hearing this, | was re-
minded of Henry Blackaby’'s wisdom: “Find out where God is working and join Him in it.”

So, are we going to build a home? Probably. We have discussed this and everyone seems positive but we
have a lot of things to work out before we can go forward, not the least of which is finding a donated lot to
build on. I'll keep you posted on the progress we are making toward getting this off the ground. Please keep

this in your prayers and let me know if someone you know might help with the land. ‘
